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MAIL THEFT AND IDENTITY THEFT
ITG HAPPENING IN OUR NEIGHBORHOOD

Our local Postal Inspection Service gets hun-
dreds of calls daily regarding mail theft. We
recently had mail theft affect our lives. On July
4 T received a call from a Washington State
Trooper stating that he had pulled someone
over who was using my identity. The driver
had a fraudulent driver’s license, vehicle regis-
tration and voter identification in my name.
The trooper had raided her house and found our
mail. [asked the trooper what I needed to do.
He said cancel your credit cards, change your

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bank accounts, call the credit bureaus, etc. If it
¢ sounds overwhelming, it was. That is when the
endless phone calls started and the time consum-
ing task of finding out which of our accounts had
been tampered with. We are still trying to clear up
some fraudulent checks that were written on our
account. [ was amazed at what people are able to
access simply from your mail.

One way to protect our neighborhood would be to
install locking Cluster Box Units (CBU’s). If you
are interested in seeing what they look like go to
www.mailboxes.com. The post office has require-
ments on how and where they are installed. The
entire street must be 100% in favor of the CBU’s
and each neighbor must pay for the unit and the
installation. The post office will send a represen-
tative out to suggest a location for the boxes. The
units range from 12-16 mail slots. Units can come
with parcel lockers and outgoing mail slots. The
price of the entire unit ranges from approximately
$800 to $1,600, not including the cost of installa-
tion. There has never been a reported mail theft
from a neighborhood that has installed one of
these units.

If you have been a victim of identity theft or want
to know more, the Federal Trade Commission’s
website is www.consumer.gov/idtheft and will
provide you with more information. Perhaps you
may want to talk to the neighbors on your street to
see if there’s interest in installing CBU’s.
