THE NEWS IN GENERAL . . . 
 

North Beach Parking Lot 

As reported in the summer newsletter, the City of Des Moines contacted the club regarding code violations related to the excavation 

work at North Beach.  The city asked that an engineer evaluate the situation and make recommendations for a retaining wall where the 

work had taken place.  An engineer was contacted and provided a report in August.  The engineer noted that the new exposed face was 

not atypical of the existing area and in his opinion did not increase the risk of mud flows on the bank.  He did, however, provide recom-

mendations for a rock wall to satisfy the city.   
 

Last month, we were contacted again by the city and told that because this area lies within the 100 year flood zone and it is a steep slope, 

it is considered a sensitive area and we would not be able to construct the retaining wall that they had earlier required.  Instead, they 

have asked that that area be restored.  We are continuing to work with both the engineer and the city to resolve this matter.  The club has 

also communicated with and involved the North Beach Homeowners Association throughout this process, but at this point, no agreement 

has been made regarding who is responsible for paying for or completing this work.   
 

New Maintenance Policy 

The WCC board has established procedures for all residents planning to perform maintenance or improvements on club property.  The 

purpose of this policy is to ensure that the board is aware of all work done on club property, all work done is consistent with existing 

codes, policies and agreements, and to have a record of work authorized by the board. 
 

All plans for improvement or maintenance must be presented in writing to the board for approval.  The board will respond to all requests 

within 10 days following its next board meeting.  Once approved, the work must be completed within 90 days unless stated otherwise.  

Any necessary permits must be obtained by the party making the request before any work is begun. 
 

This policy applies to maintenance and improvement projects, including grading, other earth-moving, work to the bulk-head and drain-

age issues.  It does not apply to routine trimming of plants infringing upon the road, parking area and pathway.   
 

Thank you for your attention to this.  We appreciate all you do to help maintain our club property. 
 

North Beach Steps 

The steps that were built into the ground at the base of the staircase on the North Beach Trail have deteriorated and need to be re-built.  

The board plans to have approximately 12 steps built on the approach to the staircase using 4x4 or 4x6 timbers and crushed rock.  We 

plan to hire a contractor to do this work later this winter.
