Gate Strobe 
A while back, the club was notified by the fire department that we should 
have a strobe detector at our gate to allow emergency vehicles to enter.  A 
new strobe has been installed.  Thanks Steve Hansen for your work in making

Northbeach Excavation 

The club was contacted by the City of Des Moines on June 17 regarding the 
excavation that was done in the parking area at Northbeach.  The city believes 
a retaining wall may be necessary to hold the steep slope and is also con-
cerned about the fill placed along the bulkhead.  They have asked that an engi-
neer inspect and evaluate these areas and make recommendations to rectify 
them, if necessary.   
 

The Northbeach Homeowner’s Association was contacted by the club and 
they have arranged for an engineer to provide a report.  It is expected in the 
next few weeks.  We will keep you apprised of this situation.
