  DUMPING 
Throughout the club, we have had many instances of dumping re-

cently.  In April, it appeared that someone’s dismantled deck was 

discarded on the beach, concrete debris has been left behind the 

Northbeach dumpster, in mid-June, some new-construction debris 

was found on the boat ramp.  Also, in mid-June, several yards of fill 

dirt was dumped on the bulkhead by the Northbeach dumpster and 

routinely we find garbage dumped on the canyon road.  In most of these cases, it takes the time of 
club members to clean this up or remove it. 
 

If you witness any of this taking place, please report it.  If you don’t recognize the people in-
volved it may be best to call 911.   The board plans to post “No Dumping” signs soon, and once 

posted, the police can take action. 
 

Areas of particular concern are: 

 

 Beach—while we know what is placed there will most likely be gone the next day, it may 

become someone else’s problem or even come back.  We want our beaches to look pristine 

and not look like a garbage dump. 

 

 Bulkhead—in the past, the club has allowed the placement of natural material in the bulk-

head, but recent events have made it necessary for us to no longer allow this.  From now on, 

the city must be aware of any work done and any material placed along the bulkhead.  Please 

be aware that the club now has a Maintenance and Improvements Policy that requires board 

notification for all projects on club property, including the bulkhead. 

 

 Bluff—the bluff above the beach is a very sensitive area and of particular concern to those 

who live above or below.  We want to preserve its stability and must understand that seem-

ingly insignificant occurrences can add up to compromise it.  Please do not dump yard waste 

over the bluff and be aware that any cutting of trees on club property must first be approved 
by the tree committee.

UPCOMING PROJECTS: The following projects 

are anticipated or currently in the works: 

Tennis Courts—this has been identified as a top  

priority by the board for this year.  A committee of 

five, has been formed and is charged with researching 

and presenting a proposal for a multi-use facility at 

our March 2006 meeting or sooner.  Gary Spies is 

serving as the chair of this committee. 

Plaza Railing—the Long Range Planning Committee is 

preparing a plan for a railing to extend along the  

bulkhead at the plaza.  Bill Kennedy is the chair for 

this committee. 

Earthen Steps at Northbeach—the trail that heads 

up towards the staircase behind Northbeach is  

deteriorated.  We plan to construct steps similar to 

those constructed on the Dog Trail sometime this 

summer.  Larry Allen heads up maintenance for the 

club.  Volunteers may be solicited. 

Picnic Tables—our picnic tables at the plaza could use 

some attention.  They may need to be power washed 

and/or stained again this year.  Contact Larry Allen if 

you would like to help with this. 

Signage—the board is looking into improving and  

adding signage on our club property.  This includes “No 

Dumping” and “No Trespassing” signs, as well as signs 

to designate club trails and spaces.

Recently, we were contacted by Mid-Mountain Con-

tractors of work that will be done on the sewer line 

along the beach in our club.  This is a continuation of 

work that was done last summer south of the club 

boundaries.  Work is scheduled to begin August 15 

and must be completed by September 30.  Most 

equipment and materials will be transported daily by 

barge and all excavated areas will be covered up at 

the end of each shift.  The impacted area will extend 

1500 feet from the plaza to beyond our club  

boundaries to the south.
