 This month will be my last as the president of the Woodmont Country Club.  It has been 

a great experience for me to serve in this position.  I appreciate all those who have served with me 

on the board over the years, as well as those who have been involved in other ways.  When I first 

joined the board as a new homeowner in the club, I thought it would be a great way to meet my 
neighbors and learn about this nearly 100 year old community and club.  My experience on the 

board has done just that and my appreciation for what we have here as a community has only 

grown.  One of the things that keeps this club alive is the continued cycling in of new leadership 

each year.  I am often amazed when talking to neighbors how many have served on the board 

over the years.  If this participation continues, we will see our traditions continue, and the aware-

ness of our history will help inform our future decisions. 
 

My favorite image in my mind from these past years is of a scene at the tennis courts on the 

morning of our first work party two years ago.  At one time, we had around two dozen people 
working on about 6 or 8 different projects in this confined space.  It was organized (or disorgan-

ized) chaos.  While that project relied on many hours of volunteer time over a couple of years, I 

think many of us met neighbors we didn’t know and this experience helped bring us together. 
 

As I look ahead to the future work of the board, I can see a need to clearly understand both the 

tangible and intangible aspects of this club and have this information accessible to all club mem-

bers.  There is currently a proposal that the club look into establishing a charter document.  That 

work may begin this next year.  In terms of our real property, it may take many forms, including 

taxed and untaxed parcels, as well as easements or vacated access ways.  I think it would be help-

ful to gain a handle on this and be able to communicate it through maps in our directory and/or on 
our website.    One of the challenges we have faced as a board over the years is the balancing of 

the individual needs of those living adjacent to club property and the valuable assets we share as a 

community.   As property values increase, the potential for this could also grow.  We need to find 

ways to address these issues in a consistent manner. 
 

Our annual meeting is Wednesday, May 28th.  I hope to see you there!
